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Once again Year 12 and 13 pupils were celebrating after achieving an outstanding set of 
results. 25% of all results at A level excluding WBQ were at A* -A grade and nearly all 
Year 13 pupils achieved places on their chosen courses in their first choice universities 
and are looking forward to commencing their degree courses.   
 
Students in year 10 and 11 also achieved some exceptional GCSE results.  Following the 
continued review by Welsh Government of qualifications for 14 ð 19 year olds, these two 
cohorts of students are the first to undertake the new suite of GCSE qualifications in 
Wales which include the Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification . 
 
We are proud of the fact that 100% of our year 11 students achieved the Level 1      
measure. This new measure is the percentage of students that achieved 5 or more    
passes at A*-G, with at least 3 of these passes being in GCSE qualifications.                
Furthermore, 69% of pupils achieved an A*-C in English Language and 62% attained this 
in Maths.
